Dental Caries, a complex infectious disease, is still highly
prevalent and a major health concern in many segments
of our population. Its multi-factorial nature makes its
prevention and treatment a challenge in any dental
practice, and the scaries balanceZ model should be
understood in order to establish the best treatment
possible for each patientss unique conditions at any
specific time. Traditionally, carious lesions have been
treated surgically by the placement of restorations in
affected dental structures, while the actual disease
process has been overlooked. A medical model of
interception and prevention of the actual disease process
should be established to provide our patients with better
care, hopefully before the stage of tissue destruction and
permanent sequelae. Risk assessment is a necessary
component in this contemporary clinical decision making
process. A risk-based approach to managing caries
targets those in greatest jeopardy for contracting the
disease, as well as provides evidence-based decisions to
treat current disease and control it in the future.
Populations eat riskZ are easily identifiable with different
indicators that can help us determine the right preventive
control measures for their level of risk. This course reviews
simple methods for in-office risk assessment, as well as
the scientific basis for the lategireventive regimes for
caries for patients of all ages and levels of risk.
